Citizen comments on the way forward for the strategy 
 

·  Consider collections for energy consumption i.e sell the waste to electric companies? 

·  Prescriptive ways hinder individual choices and endeavours 

·  It seems the Council is steering the group towards decisions already made. What about the Council doing a lot in the    
medium to long term with schools, in the short term education via the Warrington Guardian e.g. naming shops/orgs who 
do their bit for recycling and encouraging us to use them 

·  Garden waste– winter months on monthly basis 

·  More thought for people living in flats who have a central bin area/area in car parks.  

·  More charity off-shoots benefiting from the resource. 

·  Next time—consider recycling areas in the community. Also recycled products. 

·  Comparative costs are important data for decision-making. 

·  Consider increasing the size and number of central disposal sites- Stockton Heath is far too small 

·  Would like to see WBC sorting and recycling the residual waste to increase recycling to above 60% 

·  High packaging waste requires government intervention 

·  Economic projections/tax resistance 

·  Hearing not leading 

·  Need to remember options chosen should be based on what is achievable with resources as Warringtonians would not be 
prepared for a larger increase in Council tax to pay for it 

·  What about a joined up strategy with other boroughs to achieve economies of scale and cost savings? 

·  Consistency of waste collections e.g. friends who recycle cardboard but not plastic 

·  Thoughts on kerbside collection as opposed to residential street collections– wheelie bins (not spoon-fed) versus large bins 
in streets as in other countries (coloured bins for different materials) 

·  Concern about rotting waste not being collected– everything seems to be geared towards cost not health or environment
